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Dear Friends,

Part of our mission is to strengthen and encourage pastors and missionaries so they can effectively
advance the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Everything you get by truck or train, we fly to remote locations for
these frontline missionaries. While we still serve missionaries here in Alaska, our hearts are also with our
African brothers and sisters whom we had to leave in 1980. They have special needs at this time as they
try to recover from a long civil war. Thanks to you, our faithful partners, | was able to send a total of $733
for relief to these people last month. Two people committed to support a refugee pastor at $35 per
month as God supplies for them. B

Some time ago | wrote about Pastor Bordor, a faithful man whose
hut burned down. His hair was aflame as he attempted to rescue his
daughter (who died in the fire). In the three months since, the burns
on his hands have healed, but his scalp continues to be a raw

mess. They all live in one roomin a
slum area. At night, big rats come in
and chew on his open wounds!

At this time there is not sufficient
medical expertise in Liberia for
really serious conditions. Bringing
him to the U.S. is too costly, but
Ghana has a medical center
where he can receive skin graft
surgery. As his former missionary
pastor, | have taken on the
project of sending him to Ghana,
where Bro. John Abedu-Kennedy lives. (John was my assistant
pastor who took over the church in Yekepa when | left. After
John (who is a Ghanaian citizen) had to leave Liberia, then
Pastor Bordor shepherded the few who remained during the
war. Making all the arrangements and appointments, John
gave us the estimate of only $4000 for Bordor’s medical
treatment and round trip tickets for Mr. & Mrs. Bordor. (In
African hospitals, someone must bring in food for patients, as
the hospital does not do it.)

Meanwhile, in Alaska, we continue to work with folks from the jail and Reformers Unanimous ministry.
Sometimes these folks fall back to old ways of thinking (“lean not unto thine own understanding”) and
dealing with the challenges of life. Then a wrong reaction to hurt, disappointment, worry, or anger
compounds the situation. One lady had experienced a reversal in life and decided to visit some old
friends (those from whom she had previously parted as bad influences). Now she’s facing a DUl in a jail
cell. Sometimes, like the Israelites wandering in the wilderness, we also have to “Take another lap around
Mt. Sinai...,” but for these ladies, the consequences can be serious. Please pray.
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Day by day and week by week, we also see our nation sink deeper into trouble. Is our financial situation
really worse than Greece’s? We see natural catastrophes pummel our nation from one side to the other
—hurricanes, earthquakes, record-setting snow and heat, tornadoes, floods, and fires, yet will America
repent? Living for pleasure apart from God, public officials doing foolish and wicked things, worshipping
the creation rather than the Creator, sanctioning as good what God calls evil, betrayal of Israel, and the
murder of the innocent and helpless! In Liberia, there is an old tribal practice of throwing the healthiest
of twins into the river as a sacrifice to their gods. In America, over 50 million babies have been aborted
(murdered in premeditation!) Tell me, which is the heathen nation?

Thomas Jefferson said, “Yes, we did produce a near perfect republic, but will they keep it? Or will they in
their enjoyment of plenty, lose the memory of their freedoms? Material abundance without character is
the surest way to destruction. | tremble for my country when | reflect that God is just.”
